On Sunday, October 9, 2011 and several Sundays after that, I will not be attending worship service

sat Shepherd of the Valley. Your generosity and the generosity of many other churches and
Presbyterian Women in Synod of Southern California and Hawaii made it possible for me to go on

a trip to New Delhi, Guwahati, Shillong, Agra and Kolkata in India.

Every 3 years, a group of Presbyterian Women go on a Global Exchange program to some part of
the world to hear the joys and pain that our sisters there experience, and to share faith stories and
ministries with one another.  This year, we are in partnership with our sisters in India to listen
and learn how human trafficking and environmental issues are impacting women and children in

Asia, and live God’s call to justice and action.

Before my trip, you gave me the opportunity to share why | am going to India and you’ve been
very generous in helping finance my trip.  Environmental concerns are not new to you because
we are often reminded about it right in our neighborhood.  For example, these days, we carry our
reusable bags to grocery stores since we no longer are provided plastic bags, bags that we have
learned are harmful to our environment. Human and sex trafficking, on the other hand, are
seldom mentioned in our newspapers and our conversations.  Such trafficking, unfortunately,
exists not only in India, but other countries like the Philippines and Cambodia and some

communities right in southern California.

When | get back, | will want to share stories about my trip — of the pain and suffering that such
social injustice brings to the lives of women and children in India and also the work of Christ in
their midst. | hope that you will once again give me the opportunity to share with you so that
we can raise awareness on this issue and support ministries that help victims of such trafficking
locally and globally.

Your
prayers and generous donations enabled Valley Housing Partners (VHP) make a
commitment to Erica to help her rent an apartment. | thought VHP had to spend the
next few months raising the rest of the money to assure Erica that we can house her
family for ayear. God continued his miraculous works because shortly after, VHP
received a surprise grant that provided sufficient rent money for the rest of the year.

Erica’s apartment was quickly furnished with generous donations of furniture and
house goods from various church members at SOTV and St. Thomas Episcopal
Church in Hacienda Heights.

For some of you who may not remember Erica’s story, she is the 32 year old single
Mom with 5 children, ages 6,8,9,13 and 14 years old. Because Erica was homeless,
the children were scattered in various homes of relatives and friends. Erica works at
two jobs — she is a part time clerk at a department store and she cleans houses. VHP
pays the rent and Volunteers of America (VOA) provides case management and helps
them find the supportive services they need to stabilize their lives. To stay in the VHP
program, Erica and her family needs to meet with VOA regularly and follow the
customized program developed for them to get them out of homelessness. In
addition, Erica and her family are required to affiliate with a church and perform
volunteer hours.
